The word necropolis is
from ancient Greek and means "city of the dead". The necropolis contains
thousands of artifacts, including coffins and statues. Archaeologists
started excavation work on the site late last year. They found tombs
belonging to priests of Thoth who was the ancient god of the moon and
wisdom.
